1. Subject of RFQ


Sale of the exploited assets


1.1.  The subject of RFQ is as follows:

Sale of assets exploited by MTS Armenia CJSC: 


The Assets Committee of MTS Armenia CJSC in cooperation with Warehouse, Purchasing and Accounting units organizes the sale of unclaimed assets belonging to the company. The list of assets to be sold was sorted out and prepared by above-mentioned units and further approved by Assets Committee. 


For determination of acceptable sales’ prices the following approach has been used: the Assets Committee has organized the assessment of the assets by an independent expert arranging the needed inspection of assets.

The expert applied the comparative approach - a method of assessment of the asset value is based on comparison of the asset with the analogue one, for which there is the information about prices. The assets with similar general, technical and other specifications are recognized as the analogue and a method of assessment of the asset value is based on determination of costs necessary for the repair, change of parts, components and assemblies of the asset taking into account their wear, damage or obsolescence.


Based on the available report of the expert the sales price for unclaimed assets was set.  


The assets presented for sale were previously exploited by the different structural units of the company and are considered as used. In this respect, MTS Armenia CJSC is giving no warranty and bears no responsibility for the full functionality or further working period of the mentioned assets. Thus, the assets are being sold with “as is” condition.    


  The main conditions of the mentioned sales process are: a) the set fixed prices, b) the assets are sold with “as is” condition, c) the first come first serve principle is applied to the applicants.

Within the scope of the sales process the applicants can see/examine the assets for sale within each working day till 5 PM at MTS Armenia CJSC warehouse premises located at 111 Raffi Street, Yerevan, Armenia, preliminary calling to the warehouse employee Armen Manukyan (093298698 or 093600770).   

After the launch of the RFQ, the applicants should visit warehouse to examine the assets being sold and to decide on the purchase of lots they are interested in. Upon making decision on the purchase of assets, on the place, applicant together with Warehouse Representative fills in and signs the contract on the purchase and sale of assets providing the copy of his passport or ID card. Warehouse Representative, in his turn, prepares corresponding sales document in the accounting software, based on which Accounting Unit further generates an invoice. Applicant makes the payment for the assets he/she is buying through the MobiDram payment terminal located at the warehouse premises. Based on the signed contract and the payment receipt Warehouse Representative provides the sold assets to the applicant immediately or within few hours, but mandatory within the same day. Warehouse Representative prints out sales document from accounting software and signs it together with the Applicant as an assets handover act. MTS Armenia CJSC bears no responsibility for the delivery of sold assets to the applicants. Applicant is responsible for the organization of the bought assets take over and transportation within the same day.

1.1. Legal status of procedures and documents

1.1.1. The Closed Request for Quotations (RFQ) is not a tender and the given procedure of Closed RFQ is also not considered as a public tender. It is a collection of respective offers available in the market, as a result of which the best offer might be accepted. The process of the Request for Proposals is not regulated by the Articles 463-465, 1043-1044 of RA Civil Code and Law “On Public Auctions”.

1.2. Other provisions

1.2.1. The Applicants independently incur the expenses with regard to the preparation and submission of the Quotation, whereas the Organizer is not responsible for those expenses and has no obligations regardless of the course and results of the purchasing process.

1.2.2. The Applicant provides reasonable confidentiality regarding all the information received from the Organizer, including the invitation to participate in the current closed purchase procedure. This information may be provided to other Applicants or to a Third Party only after corresponding approval of the Organizer

1.2.3. The Organizer reserves the right to reject the Quotation if he/she ascertains that the Applicant expressly or by implication gave, agreed to give or offered the Organizer’s employee reward in any form: job, service, any value as a stimulus that can influence the decision-making to define the best offer.

1.2.4. The Organizer reserves the right to cancel the purchasing process on conducting a Closed RFQ at least 2 days prior to the closing date of this Closed RFQ, respectively notifying about it the invited Applicants. The Organizer bears no responsibility for the expenses incurred by the Applicants or Third Parties as a result of such cancellation.

2.  Order of execution of Request for Quotations


2.1. Preparation of Quotations


2.1.1. General requirements to Quotation


The Applicant who wishes to respond to the RFQ must prepare a Quotation, which shall include:


2.1.1.1. Application on asset purchase according to procedure stipulated by the package of documents and rules envisaged by the RFQ (Annex N1); 

2.1.1.2. Documents, which prove the Applicant’s compliance with requirements of this RFQ (sub-point 3.2.).

2.1.2. The Applicant may present quotations on purchase of several assets in this case the Applicant compiles a separate quotation for purchase of each asset. All the quotations shall be filled in accordance to the present documents and enclosed in separate envelopes. The number of asset should be indicated on the envelope according to sub-point 2.1. Afterwards, the envelopes should be enclosed in Applicant’s general envelope.  

2.1.3. Each document, enclosed in Applicant’s Quotation, must be signed by the Applicant.

2.1.4. Documents (sheets or envelopes with data), included in Quotation, should be fixed or packed in a way that would prevent documents or envelopes with data from accidental loss or replacement.

2.1.5. Applicant shall provide one original Quotation in Armenian language.

2.1.6. The quotations shall be compiled according to Annex 1. All points in the Annex must be filled in. Improperly filled applications shall be rejected by the Organizer. 


2.2. Submission and acceptance of Quotations


2.2.1. Prior to submission, the Quotation should be properly sealed in the envelopes (packages, boxes, etc.). The following information should be indicated on the envelope:


2.2.2. Applicants should provide the delivery of their Quotations to the Organizer’s location: “MTS Armenia” CJSC (legal address: 4/1 Argishti str., Yerevan, Armenia). In case of sending the Quotation by courier mail, it is necessary to notify the courier service representative or courier about this order of Quotation delivery.


2.2.3. The Organizer accepts Quotations within the open period of time and within each month (in case of accumulating of some quantities of quotations) opens the offers and assesses the results. 

2.2.4. Organizer submits the reference to the person, who delivers the envelope, about its receipt with indication of receipt time.


2.3.  Decision-making


2.3.1. At the closed executive session the Purchasing Committee established for RFQ processes makes a decision on conducting additional stages, or on determination of the best offer (based on price criteria) and Agreement conclusion, or about closing the given procedure of RFQ without determination of any best offer, if none of the Applicants meets the requirements of this procedure and/or RA legislation.


2.3.2. In cases when several Applicants have suggested the same price for purchase of the same asset the Applicants will be provided with the opportunity to make a new bid within 2 (two) working days. The proposals are sent according to sub-point 3.1: 


2.4. Agreement conclusion


2.4.1. Agreement between Organizer and Applicant that provided best offer is concluded within 30 days after the end of RFQ procedures and the execution of the Protocol on its results, or within other time limits defined in RFQ or within the period specified by the Organizer.


2.5.  Notification of Applicants about the results of Request for Quotations


2.5.1. Organizer within five working days following the determination of the best offer publishes the information about RFQ results on its intranet which indicates:


a. Name of the Applicant that provided the best offer;


b. Brief description of the subject, place, date and number of protocol of the Purchasing Committee.


2.6.  Procedure of Payment


2.6.1. Applicants, who have made the best proposals, after receipt of RFQ result, shall make the payment within five working days by transferring it to the respective bank account (which will be provided additionally) of “MTS Armenia” CJSC.  


2.6.2. The payment receipt shall be submitted to MTS Armenia CJSC Accounting. 


2.6.3. In case of failure to make the payment on time the Applicant shall be deprived of the chance to purchase the asset.


2.7. Provision of sold assets 

Applicants, whose proposals were accepted as the best ones, after signing the agreement and making the payment shall take the acquired asset from MTS Armenia CJSC’s warehouse premises at Raffi 111 providing to the responsible person the copy of the payment receipt. MTS Armenia CJSC bears no responsibility for the delivery of sold assets to the applicants.
